Conservative Jead-
er and first spokesman of the Par-
ilamentary opposition. and David
Lloyd George. war-time Premler and
now Jleader of the Liberai party,
are to be the three principal 8 -
ers. .Under the chairma of
Fieid Marshall Sir William Robert-
son these statesmen wiil discuss
the worid disarmament conference
proposed in 1832.
