BATON ROUGEThe Legis-
lature passed Sen. Huey Long's
bill seizing control of all Fed-
eral relief money coming into
the State. This defied a warn-
ing of Secretary *Ickes that
further relief money might be
withheld.

PRAGUE Czech police ar-
rested 40 persons on spying
charges, including four Czech
army officers and numerous
German citizens. Vigorous ef-
forts were made to prevent the
news becoming public.

GENEVAThe League
Council voted to censure Ger-
many for rearming in viola-
tion of the Versailles Treaty.
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
