Baby Needs Much More Than Shoes

LIKE MOST INFANTS, TV takes a lot
of trappings and paraphernalia to get
along. A precise estimate of how much
it takes for one network to operate its
New York originatiens and the local
shows on its key station in New York, has
been made down to the last electronic
gizmo. To wit, this king-sized inventory
made by CBS's engineering department.

More than 9 acres of floor space, 67
television cameras, 15,800 electron tubes,
550,000 square feet of scenery and back-
drops, 320 fluorescent and 920 incan-
descent lighting fixtures are needed to

mitting equipment. Master control is lo-
cated in the -Grand Central Terminal
Building. Transmitting facilities are in
the spire of the Chrysler Building. A
new transmitting station soon will be in-
stalled on the eighty-third floor of the
Empire State Building, with a new trans-
mitting antenna mounted on the recently-
erected 217-foot antenna supporting
structure atop the world's tallest build-
ing. Microwave radio relay facilities also
will be installed at this location.

The studios are air-conditioned,
acoustically treated and especially
lighted for TV program pickups. Each

studio is equipped with sound and visual
effect facilities.

Rehearsal halls, viewing rooms, a film
department, carpenter, paint, electrical
and equipment maintenance shops,
scenery design, painting and storage,
props and other auxiliary service items
are listed as essentials.
