TV Grabs Talent

Radio Hard Put
To Keep Its Shows

Jackpots Being Slashed
SUPER-DUPER jackpots of the top giveaway quiz

shows apparently are on the way out. Re-
ently both Stop the Music of ABC and Sing

it Again of CBS have realigned their prizes so
that the overall amounts have been considerably
owered.

The latest Stop the Music radio jackpot was
made up of U. S. savings bonds instead a a
fabulous list of goods, with the amount for the
most recent broadcast up to 516,000 maturity
value. The bonds were donated by the mine man-
ufacturers who had been providing the prizes. AL
one time this program's jackpot reached a peak
value of $35.000.

The TV version of Stop the Music also has
lowered its boom. Neither series announces the
values of the prizes anymore to meet objections
Shut the values did not always coincide with
market prices.

Sing It Again, now radio only but planning a
TV version, has changed to what CBS calls a
"streamlined jackpot." Instead of the former
minimum of $25.000 in goods plus 525.000 In cash
for a special question. the award has been stab-
ilized at 510.000 in goods plus $5.000 in cash, but
no extra questions.
