Twp seasons back, Lhe young Fin-
nish-American athlele ecame down
te the Universit Irom Aurorw, a
town on Minnesota's Mesaba Iron
Range. He brought with him a lo-
cal reputation as an outstanding
all-argund alhlete. But more im-
portaht, he brought a desire for a
university education that was
stronger thon his desire to compete
In college athletids.

Eince studies came {lrst and Lhere
was & part-time job Lo be consldered,
Maki sat down and methodically
planed his future alhletic career.
At Aurora, he had been outstanding
in basketball, foothall and tirack,
changing sports with the seasons.
Football, he decided, offered him
