LOUISVILLE, Ky —Derby con-

The boys -and girls lin-
ing the rail at the Downs during
workouts for the great American
turf classic were brothers and sis-
ters under the skin.

Shifting odds characteristic of
Derby Week gave the advance
dopesters something 1o think
about. Would -it be Stagehand or
Fighting FoxBull Lea or Menow or
Dauber that paid off at the mu-
tuels on Saturday afternoon? Or
possibly Gov. Chandler — ""The
poor man's horse?"

Caught in the vortex of last min-
ute changes of sentiment was the
Dsrby standout, Stagehand. Odds
against his racing home ahead of
the field were going up today.

Contrarily, Fighting Fox and
Bull Lea, favored in New York
and Chicago, respectively, were
caught in ,1 boom market.
