City Merit System Will Pay
Standard Rate, ExpertSays

State’s CongressmenWwar
on Wage Bill Changes

Payment of city employes un-
der the city civil service system
wiil e based on the wage scales
followed for employes of Madison
private industry, state; university

{and other gavernment units, Ro-

land S, Savery, personnel tech-
nician eof the Public Administra-
tion service, Chicage, told. city de-
partment  heads, aldermen and
representatives of boards and com-
missicns Saturday.

In a preliminary Teporf on the
civil service setup, Severy pointed
out that ke had sent wage ques-
tinnnaires to 30 private employ-
es and received 18 answers con-
cerning 600 of their employ-
es in 23 different positions.

Congideration was given to the
university and csbitel, he said,
because of the :lize of their per-
sonnel. .

Analysis of pesitions has been
effecied by means of employe
questionnaires, frem which specl-
fications ‘were built up for each
cluss of positions. Results of the
analyses . were submitied to de-
partment heads for correction o©
addition, he said. :

The proposed compensation pla_n
calls for a maximum and mini-
mum wage, with new employes
entering at the minimum wage.

Severy warned his listeners that
it was absolutely necessary that
ihe board stand behind the ad-
ministrators of the system.”

“Phe systern must be establish-
ed on a sound workable basis at
the start” he said, “thai is the
crucial point:jn’ the system. It
must be demonstrated to the cit-
izens that'it is workable.”

Severy warned the meeting that
city department heads must not
have their hands tied by “unsatis-
factory employes,” through- locse
administration of the sysfem.

“Where clvil scrvice proves =
license for arrogance of employ-
es,t he asserted, Tt iz beiter not
to have it.”

Hesrings Planned

Severy informed the group that
he would sumbit rules to supple-
ment the municipal civil service
ordinance, to theé board of person=-
nel, His complete report will be
turned over to the board of the
Public Administration service for
approval, and then will be given
to the board of personnel for pub-
li¢ hearings on various phases of
it, he said, The report will then
be reperted to the common coun-
cil. -

Following the presentation of
the report, he invited his audi-
ence to submit questions regard-
ing any phase of his work.

“What features do you think
will improve the service, other
than the security ofiered?”" he
was asked by Helen E. Farr, city
Librarian,

“T recommend the elimination
of conlinuous pressure on depart-
ment heads to insure a high level
of service and constant coopera-
tion with the board of personnel,”
he answered.

Mrs. Beatrice Lampert, secre-
tary, of the board of personnel and
presiding officer at the meeting,
took the floor to inform the group
that the board would formulate
new specifications for employes
only after full consideration of
them by heads of the departments

| atfected.

Raising the question of a retire-

The Schneider provi-
sions, which remained in the bill,
are supported by Miss Katharine
Lenroot, chief of the U. §. chil
dren’s bureau, formerly of Madi-
son, as more effective in prevent-
ing ¢hild labor than tbe other pro-

posal
PBollean Active

Rep. Gerald J. Boileau of Wau-
sau, as parliameniarian of ibe
uncificial wage-hour steering
committee, succeeded .in  having
several propcsed amendments de-
clared out of order, and spoke
against others, which were de-
feated.

Rep, Thomas O'Malley of Mil-
wallkee was very active in the de-
bate, and &ssgiled those who
“yant a law for the.other fellow
but not for themselves.”

Rep. Harry Ssuthoff of Madison
spoke for the bill,
| Roileau's first point of order was
against the Ramspeck amendment,
which would have restored tihe
provision for lower wage Tates in
the south, and would have {rans-
ferred administration of the law
from ihe department of labor to an
independent labor standards board.
This point of order was overruled,
however, ’

Then Boileau spoke against the
HRamspeak amendment. It was de-
{eated.

Twice Upheld

Two points of order he made
were upheld. One prevented con-
sideration of an amendment to ex-
empt employers who maintain, by
collective bargaining, higher than
minimum wages and lower than
maximum hours, from the wage-
hour provisiens of the bill. It was
apparently intended merely to pre-
vent inspection of ihe planis of
such emplovers,

The other prevented considera-
tion of an amendment which would
have prevented the secvetary of
labar {rom issuing orders declar-
ing what indusiries are engaged in
interstate commerce until the sec-
retary of agriculture has ¢ertified
that the average income of those
engaged in agriculture is as high
as or higher than the average in-
come of those engaged in industry.

Speaking against the Coffee, or
“National Grange” amendment,
which would have exempled the

| processors of agrieultural products

__including meat packers, millers,
textilé mills, Jealher Iactories, shoe
factories, ctc.—Boileau got ap-
plause when he said:

“If {hix congress 13 sllly enough

1o adopi this amendment, we can
expect our agents in the depari-
ment 1o foliow our monsense.”

He continued:

“1 dao not want to scutfle this.
Jegislation. T want the wages-antg-
hours legistation, as proposed by
{he pending measure adopted, and
I want it made effective.”

The amendment was defeated.

He also spoke against the Bier-
mann amendment, supported by
dairy legislalive representatives.
He favored the Norton amend-
ment instead, -whith exempts
processors of perishable fruits,
vegetables, and {fish from the
overtime provisions during ien
weels in any year, and exempis
the first processing of dairy prod-
ucts throughout the Jear. Both
the Biermznn and the XNorton
amendments were adopted.

At first Saxuthoff favored both
fhe Bierman and Goffer amend-
ments, but, when the Norton com-
promise was proposed, he accepi-
ed it. The delezation expecls it
o be salisiaclery jo the dalry snd
canning industries of Wisconsin.

He wanied 1o shorien the
procedure for putting the wage-
hour provisions in effect, but law-
yers thought this esuld not be dgne
withoul risking having the bili
declared unconstitutional.

He suggested that any employer
who appeals to the courts against
ithe bill be required to put up
enough money to pay-the back.
wage, in case the courts uphold
the bill. He argued:

“No honest employer with =
sound Jegal claim will gutfer any
damage. while the indositial
sharpshooter xnd chiseler will be
balked In his efforis to cheat his
employes oul of ihelr righis.”
