PARIS —(U.P— France already
has taken precautionary measures
to save from possible aerial at-
tack her priceless art treasures,
museum collections, national mon-
uments and fine buildings.

But aerial hombs can be drop-
red on every inch of French fer-
ritory the moment war begins
and France is fearful that her at-
lempts to save such {reasures as
the cathedral at Rheims may be

The program for constructing
air-bomb shelters in Paris includ-
ed those for haspitals, barracks
and ministerial departments, and
museums. All were completed a
year ago. Museum keepers and a
specially trained squad of muni-
cipal workers can be mobilized for
the placing of thege treasures in
vaults the instant hestilities be-
gin. The same plans are being
pushed for all of the provincial
museums of importance,

Under the department of Beaux-
arts—a branch of the ministry of
edugation—a complete clagsifica-
tion of all art treasures, private
as well as public owned—is now
complete, It is understood that
the department already has pre-
pared to round-up such treasures
in case of hoslilities,
