Butler, farm leader and early sei-
tler of Richfield, had even more
cause to celebrate Thursday than
the average American, for he is a
direct descendant of two of the
best known Pilgrims who aie the
first American Thanksgiving din-
ner, Priscilla Alden and tha man
who wooed and lost ker, chunky
Capt. Miles Standish.

Butler, 85, came within one gen-
eralion of being named Standish,
In the eighth generation, the fam-
iy of the sturdy Miles wns con-
tinued by his mother instead of
his father. She was the daughter
of William Standish, direct de-
scendant in ihe seventh genera-
tion.

Loviglellow tells in his famous
poem, “Courtship of Miles Stand-
ish,” how the bashful Miles sent
his more accomplished friend, John
Alden, tn propose to the Purllan
rmuaiden, Priscilla Mulling, for him;

Mr. Butler has heen keenly 'dis-
appointed that he has bheen unable
to follow hix famous {orefather
since an jnjured ankle kept him
out of the Spanish-American war,
Hoewever, he was a lieutenant in
the national guard when the war
broke out and was assisting in or-
panization of a volunteer company
when peace finally was declared.
