In the absence of a bald eagle
trained to scream, screech, \whistle,
coo, and chuckle for the radio mi-
crophone, the Wisconsin state in-~

formation service today sent out
an SOS for a description of eagle~

jlanguage to be used in a forthcom-

ing radio broadcast.

The eagle which plays the lead
role in the program is the famous
Wisconsin war eagle—QOld Abe—
who went through four years of
the Civil war at teh head of the
eighth regime of Eau Claire.

The story of Old Abe is to be {old
in a program sponsored by the
GAR Memorial hall, a Civil war
museum on-ihe fourth floor of the
state capitol. The dramatization
is one of a series being prepared
by the information service on Wis-
consin state departments.

"Legendary Old Abe, about whom
several books have been written,
urged ‘the northern soldiers on
with his screams of hattle, de-
ceribed as “a loud piercing whis-
tle.”” His note of alarm, called “a
short, sharp screech,” once assist-
ed his regiment in a surprise at-
tack on Henderson's hill.

Old Abe also had several other
distinet calls, When he was
pleased, he gave a “short,* low
kind of coo,” and when fed a Con-
federate chicken he would strike
at it with a “shrieking chuckle of
satisfaction.”

After -circling over the battle-
tield he would alight on his perch
with a “peculiar whistie’’ When
the war was over, Old Abe at-
tended a dozen GAR conventions,
and would recognize Union sol-
diers with a friendly ‘“tee-te, tee-
te”
