BRUCE BARTON

SYRACUSE, N. Y.—(U.R)—Bruc«
Barton, New York Republican
congressman and advertising ex-
ecutive, asserted Friday night that
the new deal's popularity pendu-
lum is swinging downward "just
about on schedule time."

Barton, speaking at the New
York Press assn's. annual dinner,
declared that the nation is "emo-
tionally tired" ofN the Roosevelt
administration and that the new
deal "has lost the middle class."

"Six years ago," he said. "I pre-
dicted Mr. Roosevelt would be in
the White House eight years: that
he would try to do many things
too fast; that at th« end of the
sixth year his whole operation
would begin to break down. Bar-
ring a foreign war. this still seems
a reasonable prophesy."

Public opinion has drifted from
the new deal. Barton said, because
the "people get emotionally tired
of being under the stress of agita-
tion and upheaval.

"The middle class has come in
realize it is being ground between
millstones of high taxes, bad busi-
ness and general uncertainty.

"The epitaph of the new deal
will be: 'We made the mistake
of over-estimating the patienr*
and 1he dumbness of the middle
class.' "
