Astronomers Here
Discuss Origin

of Universe

H. P. Porterfield led discussion
cn the origin of the universe at
a meeting of the Madison Astro-
nomical society in Washburn ob-
servatory Wednesday night.

Theories were advanced by

Mrs. P. B. Groves, G. T. Lappley,
Edward Baillie, and Dr. C. M.
Huffer. Raillie's theory revolved
around an expanding universe
and was based on Einstein's the-
ory of relativity. He explained
that the nebulae and galaxies are
moving away from the earth aﬁ a
rate of from 500 to 11,000 miles
a second and “we will have to
hurry up and do our observations,
for soon we will have nothing to
observe.”

Dr. Huffer suggested that the
truth probably lies somewhere
between Einstein’s theory and as-
tronomical theories based on New-
ton’s laws.
