Faces of New Born

PHILADELPHIA—U.P)— Facial
malformations soon may be over-
come as a matter of course, Dr.
Ray Edward Raymaker, Missoula,
Mont,, told the convention of the
Pthiladelphia County Dental soci-
ety. .

Dr. Raymaker said any' ex-
perienced dentist, using only his
fingers and one small instrument,
could reshape the pliable bones of
an infant's face within 30 minutes
after birth. In disclosing the .re-
sults of 16 years of research, the
Montana dentist 'stated he had
reshaped the faces of hundreds
of babies. ’

He declared nipples for babies'
milk bottles should be prescribed
by competent dentists after care-
ful examination, because poorly
shaped nipples cause upper jaw
maliformations. :

He also explained he could
provide Shafer with a map to the
camp and fo enter Nazi head-
quarters in Milwaukee.

Dickstein’s verbal hattle with
Shafer resulted from an inter-
ruption by the latter as the New
Yorker was defending himself
against a recent attack by Rep.
Frank P. Keefe (R., Oshkosh).
Keefe had accused Dickstein of
favoring Communism, but admit-
ted he knew nothing -of bund

meetings around Milwaukee un-
til Communists brought the mat-
ter to light.

Shafer has been called “leader
of the Silver Shirts” in the house
recently.
