“When we have compleled this
analysis, we hope to have scien-
tific and factual statistics upon
which to base nur request for li-
brary funds,” said Leo P. Schleck,
president of the Madison library
board.

Votes Child
Aid Fund

A senate measure permitting the
slale pension department o trans-
fer about $400,000 in unused old
age assistance funds and spend it
lo pay aids to dependent children,
was concurred in by the assem-
bly Wednesday.

The bill was introduced by Sen.
Edward Roethe (R. Fennimore)
to meet needs for the rest of the
fiscal year ending June 30, but it
also would permit the pension de-
partment, to make similar adjust-
ments in future years. .

The assembly passed one of its
own bills which would permit used
cars to be sold only after the al-
ter the speedomeler readings are
turned back fo zero. TUnder the
presen tlaw speedometers on used
cars may not be turned back if a
car is to be sold, but supporters
of the new bilis claim the existing
law is viclated anyway.

An assembly bill providing that
junked cars and parts cannot be
kept within city or village lim-
its without a permit from the gov-
erning body was passed, The bill
also states that such cars cannot
be kept within 2,000 feet of the
corporale limits of a city or village
or within 750 feet of a state trunk
highway unless a permit js grant-
ed by the township in which the
cars would be kept.
