Leora Wesllake, secretary to
Chief Justice Marvin B. Rosen-
berry in commenting on the death
of Miss Kershmv who was her
predecessor, recalled the follow-
ing touching incident which took
place when Miss Kcrshaw re-
tired and left Madison to make
her home in Milwaukee.

SERVED 25 YEARS

MISS KERSHAW, a modest,
retiring, quiet personage,
had friends in all walks

of l i fe . She had that rare gif t
of making friends and keeping
them. Anyone who knew Ktite
Kcrshaw never forgot her. Her
delightful personality etched it-
self into one's memory, there for-
ever to remain.

Her efficiency uncl loj-alty to
her work is betokened by her long
years of service in the supreme
court office . . . almost a quar-
ter of a century. She served un-

der Judite W. M. Timlin and Jus-
tices Franz C. Eschweiler and
Edward T. Fairchild.

Miss Kershaw was a graduate
of Notre 'Dame convent, later
choosing the legal field for the
following of her profession as sec-
retary. She was a great reader
and had she had more time at
her command, she might have be-
come a great writer. Up until her
last years when illness overtook
her, .she maintained an active
interest iu writing stories, play-
lots and scenarios. That was her
recreation and her hobby. Her
verse was far above the average,
revealing u great depth of char-
acter and rare understanding of
human nature.

HAD INDIAN MOTHER

BUT Miss Kcrsbaw's r e a l
hcart-and-soul interest was
in her brethren . . . the

Indian tribes. For she. herself,
was of half Indian blood. She
was born at Big Springs, Wis.,
79 years ago, of a full-blood
Menominee Indian mother . . . a
beautiful Indian lass known as
Che-Qua-Ni-Ko-Top. Her father,
Col. w. J. Kcrshaw, served in the
Civil war.

Of her Indian blood Miss Ker-
shaw was extremely proud. "I
am even prouder of that," said
she once to me, "than I am of
all my years of service to my na-
tive' state of Wisconsin, which I
love. I want to do something lor
my Indian people . . -. something
to lif t them above the hardships
they have always endured."

That she did many things for
them, we all know. AL the time
of her retirement from her work
in the supreme court office, she
was planning an Indian motion
picture. She was indefatigable
in her research in Indian lore
and her own memory was a ver-
itable storehouse of Indian
legends and experiences in real
life as she herself had seen and
lived it in her very early child- -
hood. There must be invaluable
data on Indian life among her
papers.

Miss Kershaw. has a sister.
Sybil, and a brother, Wm. J. Ker-
shaw, an attorney in Milwaukee,
at whose home she passed away
May 7. She was buried in Mil-
waukee.

FOR years Miss Kershaw
lived at Van Wage n en
house. 109 W. Wilson st., one

of the cheery lights of that pop-
ular establishments. When we
all lived there, she used to say
frequently: "When I die. I want
to die right here in my lovely
room overlooking Lake Monona.

me." But it was not her destiny
to end her days in that place she
loved so well. And in that house
there is real sorrow today for
Kate Kershaw will come to it no
more.
