Don't Drink, Smoke,
Dempsey Tells Youth

WASHINGTON— (U.R) — Jack
Dempsey, former world heavy-
weight boxing champion, testify-
ing before a congressional com-
mittee Thursday, advised young
boys and girls to abstain from li-
quor and smoking, and believed
the present crop of boxers:

"Don't meet the standards of
the old timers."

Dempsey appeared before a
senate interstate commerce sub-
committee to urge approval of
legislation to lift the present pro-
hibition against the interstate
shipment of prize fight movie
films.

The former champ, now a New
York restaurant owner, sat beside

"Boxing is legal and recognized
as a form of entertainment in
practically every state in the
union.
