State Body
to Liquidate
Loan Group

MILWAUKEE — (UP) -—— Direc~
tors of the Guardian Savings and
Loan assn, voted Saturday to turn
the association over to the Wis-
consin  banking commission for
liquidation. )

Their action was in line with
the plan of Allan G. Pflugradt,
recently appointed conunissioner
in charge of building and loan
associations, to rehabilitate build-~
ing and loan groups in Milwau-
kee county.

The Guardian association was
formed in 1910, It had only $634,-
000 in assets and $500,000 out-
standing in stock. A state audit
showed imperilment of assets.

It was expected that sharehold-
ers would recover most of their
investments in the association as
soon as the commission liquidates
the assets.

State examiner and auditors be-
gan checking all building and
loan . associations in Milwaukee
county soon after Pflugradt took

his post on the banking commis-
sion.
“The first major task in the
program of rehabilitating the
Milwaukee associations has been
accomplished,” he said. “Within
jority of the associations in Mil-
two weeks it is certain that a ma-
waukee county wili be able to
resume normal operations, meet
shareholders’ withdrawal de-
mands, and have insurance up to
$5,000 on accounts.

“Within 90 days there will have
been time to make additional
audits of most of the remaining

associations, Those who do not
want or need federal assistance
will not take it,- but sufficient as-
sistance will be given to put near-
ly all the associations on a sound
and normal basis in three months.
