Gharrity not only forfeited the
Goodalls' game Tuesday but also
asked league president Dr, Miles
Breummer to forfeit two previous
games the defending champions
had played and won. Thus, Mil-
ton-Milton Junction, beaten 8-6
by the Goodalls Sunday, and
Edgerton-Cooksville received vie-
tories in place of the defeats they
had suffered at the hands of the
Beloiters.

Gharrity based his ruling on
the ineligibility of two players,
Tony Scodwell and Dick Docley.
