Be Ready
for 'Hoppers
Farmers Told

Although grasshoppers are not

ern Wisconsin or in areas where
rainfall is abundant, farmers in
light soil areas of the state are
warned to be ready to poison the
hoppers should they appear in
quantities to threaten crops.

H. F. Wilson, head of the de-
paritment of economic entomology
at the Wisconsin college of agri-
culture, expects that in some por-
tions of Wisconsin it will un-
doubtedly be necessary to-use poi-
son bait. Such baits, he explains,
are easily made and will give
quick results if applied properly
Where sawdust is available, he
has found the followmg formula
successful:

Arsenic, 1 pound;
arsenite, 1 pint,

Liguid whey, 1 gallon; or dried
whey or dried buttermilk, " 1
pound.

Sawdust, 1 bushel.

" To prepare the bait for use, the
Badger entomologist’ mixes the
arsenic and whey and adds to the
sawdust. He then adds enough
water tn make a crumbly, but not
n soggy, mash. In spreading this
bait in gardens or fields be cau-
tious that care should be taken
to see that it does not fall in
