Hostels

Vacation days will bring the
excitement of a first youth hostel
trip to many. For some it may he
only a hike or bicycle. trip to the
necarest hostel and home again.
Others plan to explore the beauty
spots of Michigan, northern Illi-
nols, and Wisconsin by hostel trail,
and a lucky few expect to hostel
in Europe or New England.

Safegunrded adventures are the
kind found on hogtel trails, wheth-
er the trip is short or long. The
youth hostel customs established
in 20 countries help in this safe-~

guarding. It I8 most tmportant
that Wisconsin  hostelers fully
understand these customs. The

following statement explains what
is expected of a hosteler, and is
quoted from the pass which he
must carry:

“Reservations should be made
in adyance with addressed and
stamped return posicard enclosed
for reply. On arrival between §
and 8 p. m. the pass is given to
the house parents, the sheet sleep-
ing sack is shown, the registra-
tion book is signed, and the over-
night fee of 25 cents and the fuel
charge of 5 cents are paid.

No Drinking, Smoking

“There is no drinking in youth
hostels. * Allmost universally
throughout the 20 countries, there
is also no smoking in the hostels.
This custom has come into exist-
ence because of the fire hazard
and becnuse for hosteling as well
as for athletics, one goes into
training.

‘“‘Hostel sleeping rooms are quiet
with ligiits out by 10 p. m. The
house parents mey collect a dou-
ble overnight if this custom is not
observed. Youth have establish-
ed this custom in order to be fresh
for nn carly morning stort,

enable them to form {friendships

that will link them to youth thé
world over.”

Hostelers pledge themnalves to
keep high the standards and rep-
utation of the youth hostels, and
to keep in mind their motto, “Not
for myself, but for the group."
