Smelter Air |
Conditioning
Gets Trial

BIRMINGHAM, Ala, — (UP) —
Air conditioning wilt be adapled
to the task of producing mollen
iron heve today in opcration of a
hlast furnace at the Woodward
Iron co.

‘Engineers predicied the air-
conditioned blast furnace might
revolutionize Lthe iron .and steel
industry manufacturing  methods.

The system designed to control
humidity and thus insure a uni-
form. product, was expecled to
prove of particular benefit to the
gnuth, where high lemperatures
and -high humidity make the cost
of manufacturing iron higher than
in some oiher seclions.

However, even plants in colder
climates will find the system ad-
vantageous if it meets expecta-
tions, engineers said at the Wood-
ward plant, where the air-condi-
tioning furnace will be put into
operation today.

The process consizls of a spray-
type de-humidifier. The air is
passed through three sprays of re-
frigevated water, compressed, and

blast furnace.

Temperatuve to which the air
is chilled depends upen the mois-
fure content on given days or
nights, but enginesrs said it would
approximate 40 degrees Fahrenheit
when it enters the compressors,

The lower molsture content of
{he air will reduce coke consumjp-
tion necessary in the manufaclure
ol pig iron, engineers say. 14 also is
claimed  the controlled air will
result in a- uniform qualily of pig
iron, providing  a more  stable
produch Lo meel customers spoci-
