MurphyOffers
Aid to Crush
Borden Trust'

WASHINGTON—Attorney Gen-
eral Murphy today promised full
cooperation to a congressional
group seeking action against dairy
monopolies and suggested that a
congressional investigation would
be helpful in conjunction with,.de-
partmental action.

At a meeting this rooming with
a group ol congressmen including
three from Wisconsin, the attor-
ney general said he doubted if ex-
isting legislation was sufficient to
control monopolistic practices in
the dairy industry.

He will meet the delegation
again on Monday, with Assistant
Atty. Gen. Thurman W. Arnold,
chief of the anti-trust division, and
two department attorneys who
have been investigating m i l k
trusts in New York City and in
Chicago.

A dozen congressmen, including
four representing the Wisconsin
delegation today had asked Atty.
General Murphy to take anti-trust
action against Borden and Na-
tional Dairy corp. which, the con-
gressmen said use monopolistic
methods to keep down the prices
farmers get for their milk and
cream.

Wisconsin congressmen includ-
ing Republicans Stephen Bolles,
Janesville, and Frank Keefe, Osh-\
kosh, and Progressives Merlin
Hull, Black River Falls, and Ber-
nard Gehrmann, Mellen.

The congressmen asked Mur-
phy to proceed against the "dairy
monopoly" on information already
in the possession of the federal
trade commission, gleaned in its
investigation of the milk industry,
the department of justice, and the
temporary national economic
committee (monopoly committee).

The committee has received, al-
ready a report by Frederic C.
Howe, lawyer, economist, author
and reformer, formerly of the Uni- I
versity of Wisconsin, showing how j
the farmer could get more for his!
milk, the consumer could pay less,
and more babies could have their
necessary milk, if the "milk
trust" were abolished.

According: to the Wisconsin con-
gressmen, Howe helped them pre-
pare their case against a "dairy
monopoly" which "squeezes both
the dairy farmer and the milk
drinker."

Bolles stares the congressmen
seeking Attorney General Mur-

(.phy's aid want this monopoly,
'which constitutes a "combination
between the dairy monopoly and
the fake dairy cooperatives com-
pletely washed out."

The Janesville congressman
cited Pure Milk and the Mary-
land-Virginia assn.,' which man-
ages to keep Wisconsin milk out j
o£ the nation's capital, as ex-'
amples of the "dairy co-ops"
which are not really farmers co-
operatives.
