Texas, the biggest
state, got the bigest amount, more
than $55,000,000.

July Traffic
Death Toll
in State 79

Eleven pedestrians were killed
in Wisconsin last month, bringing
the state's total traffic slaughter
for the month to 79 persons. This
was just 11 more than the July
toll of 1938, the state highway
commission revealed today.

Dane county went through July
this year with 33 serious acci-
dents, three deaths, and 28 in-
juries. Last year, July brought
51 serious acci'dents, two deaths,
and 48 injuries in this county.

Only Ashland,' Bayfield, Bur-
nett, Crawford, Kewaunee, Lafay-
ette, Marinette, Pepin, Taylor,
Trempealeau, and 'Vilas counties
went through the .first seven
months of 1939 without traffic
deaths.

The state reported 789 serious
accidents last month, with 79 fa-
talities, and 704 injuries. Green
county reported f ive accidents,
two 'deaths and six injuries this
July, and eight accidents, no
deaths and no injuries last July.
For July of this year, Iowa coun-
ty listed three accidents, one
death and five injuries, compared
with four accidents, no deaths
and two injuries for July of last
year.

Jefferson county had 18 serious
accidents, five fatalities and 12 i
persons injured in July of this
year, and 11 accidents, three
deaths and 10 injuries last July,
while Rock county's record shows
nine accidents, one death an'd four
injuries this July, and 20 acci-
dents, one death, and 20 injuries
for July of 1938.

Dane county had 16 accidents
last month in which no one was
killed or injured, but in which
| property damage was in excess
of $50 in each accident.
