STELLER SEA LION WEIGHS

Most of the seals which are
kept in zoos and which perform at
the circus are sea lions. They are
quick-witted animals, and learn
their lessons well Millions of per-
sons have watched them climb lad-
ders, and perform balancing fricks
"They catch balls on their noses,
arid throw them back with a push
of the nose.

Like the fur seal, the sea lion
has outside ears. Other kinds of
seals have no outside ears, but can
hear.ivith ear§ which are cdvered.

The flippers of sea lions and
other seals are exiremely interest-
ing. They are lags of a sort, but
are far better fitted for motion in
waler than on land.

If we look at the skeleton of a
sea lion, we find the bones of short
legs and long “feet”, At the end

of each flipper are the hones of
five ‘““loes”

Some kinds of seals have the
rear flippers close to the {ail. At
first glimpse, indeed, we might

suppose such a seal had no hind
flippers but only a three-part iaill
This is {rue of the common seal,
but the hind Zflippers of the sea
licn are very plainly to be seen.
The codmmon seal is only about
{ive feat long. It is covered with
hair, but net close fur. People hunt
it to obtain ofl from its blubber, al-
so to obtain its flesh and hide.
The commenm seal has proved a

rival to the sea Hon in power of

performing tricks. The hind flip-
pers do not help it to move on land,
but it manages to get around with
the help of the front flippers. It
learns td answer fo ils own name.

The California ses lions have
dark, nearly black, coals. They do
g great deal of barking. They are

-larger than the common- seals,

sometimes reaching a lengih of
{from seven {o nine Teet.
Qither sea lions ayxe far larger

{han those which visit parts of the
Califorhia coast. I am thinking of
the huge Steller sea Hons of ihe
North Pacific. The males of this
group grow io be from 12 to 15
feet long, and weigh from 1,000 to
1,300 pounds.

Around the southern shores of
South America, Patagonian sea
licns spend most of their tme.
They are the animals which gave
the name to the sea lion group.
Long bhair grows on their necks,
and this hair made people who saw
ithem in early days think of the
manes of lions.
