Spain. It caused the death of many
persons who were not soldiers, but

The chief ‘help of airplane
bombs o an army is in wrecking
places of special value 1o the ene-
my. Such places include munition

faclories, airplane hangars znd
railway vards.

Teaching bomb-droppers 1o aim
their bombs well has been one of
the main problems of army and
navy officers in late years. Stu-
dents have learned, or fried inj
learn, just how {ar ahead a bomb
will go fromn a plane moving at a
certain speed and at a cerfain
height.

In some lale model planes, the
bomb-dropper lies on the floor in
the nose of the airplane, ahead of
the pilots seat. He looks down at
the ground ihrough a window,
and lels a bomb fall when he be-
lieves the time is right.
