Louis was knocked
out by Schmeling, floored by
Braddock and Galents and fogged
by Brescia and Mann, We don't
know how many times Pastor was
on the canvas, although never
kayoed. But Eddie Simms, who
was belled out by one lone Louis
punch, had kim on the deck five
times; Nestell and Nova once.
