All the grim realities of armed
confl ic t , the heart-hreakinjr spec-
tacles of shattered Polish towns
ami cities, the mounting casualties
of a war already four weeks old,
have failed to discourage the
wishful thinkers who today re-
mained adamant in their belief that
Bolshevist Russia and Nazi Ger-
many do not mean business,

They may conceivably be right.
Human nature in any case deserves
a vote of praise for the retention
of any shred of optimism in these
terrible duys.

But the more one deceives and
deludes oneself by emotional dis-
illusions of events so harsh and
real that they can be measured
on ly in gallons of blood and tons
of broken bones, more cmel is the
awakening when it comes.

At the moment, the combined
opt imism and determination pre-
vai l ing in the Allied capitals
stems, it must he said, from the
highest sources, those calculated
more than any other to mould pub-
lic opinion in these days when
every pronouncement, every ut-
terance, is carefully weighed and
censored before being passed on
to the body politic.

They were
nothing less than astounded when
they learned . yesterday that the
Hulshevists had agreed to supply
the Nazis with raw materials and
to discuss "necessary measures"
if the war goes on in the west.
