. trunk as readily as it ascends.
The While-breasted Nuthaich
is the member of the family
common {0 Wisconsin and
lives here all the year round.

Its general range is through-
out North America, soulh
frora  southern -Canada 1o
Mexico and Lower California
and is a permaneni resident
wherever found,

It is one of the most famil-
iar of liftle birds, ever busy
among shade trees of the cily
and trees of the forests in an
all-year search on trunks and
branches for hidden larvae
and insect eggs.

Its foed consists of cater-
pillars, scale insecls, plant
lice, insect egps, seeds, ete.

The White - breasted Nut-
hatch has a crown and hind-
neck of black, back clear blu-

Nuthatehes are usunlly seen
in pairs, even in winter, and
frequently use window feed-
ing shelves that provide for
birds during -the cold sea=-
S0,

Its nest .is of small twigs,
feathers, finc grasses, bark-
fiber and hair in a hole in a
tree 5 1o 20 ieet up or occa-
sionzlly, in. a nesting box.
