Nurmi, operator of a haberdash-
ery shop since his retirement some
years ago, will serve a:; a chauf-
feur.

Nurmi won five Olympic run-
ning titles.1 He won thte 10,000
meter run and the cross-country
event in 1920; the 1,300 and 5,000
meter, and cross-country runs In
1924, and the'10,000 meter, run in
1928.

Three of Nurmi's world records
still stand.

North Carolina .and the Jntc-

• rior • of Virginia..''It,, winters
chiefly in the Mississippi Val-
ley and Texas and-'irregu-
larly, north to southern New
England.

-It nests among the thick
lower branches of trees -and
in dense tangled" vines and
thorn bushes. The nest l« .R
l a r g e , - well-built, deeply
cupped structure of grasses
and weed "stems', vines, strips

> of bark, leathers, etc.,. warm-
ly lined with feathers, hair,
plant down, and wool.

It eats some vegetable mat-
ter and occasionally' small
birds but the U. S. department
of agriculture has announced
that its beneficial qualities
outweigh its injurious ones
/cur to one. Its food is main-
ly grasshoppers and crickets,
beetle?,' ants, wasps, caterpil-
lars, moths, spiders, mice,Nliz-
ards, snakes.

This is one of the birds
that is seldom found in the
coniferous forests. It has a
habit of impaling and hanging
up its meat until it is wanted,
