EAST E RN YELLOW WARBLER

CThe' Eastern Yellow Wark-
ler has solved the problemn of
avoiding ~hatching aud rear-
Jing young for  the - Cowbird
when -the lalter laysglls eggs’
‘in the Iastern Yellow Warb-
ler's nest. ; If builds- another
nest ficor over the Cowhird
egEs and goes on lo produce
ils own young.

The Eastern Vellow Warb-
Jer is an abundant sunmer
resident of Wisconsin, breed-
ing  thraupghout the sinte.
This small yellow bird is oflen
confused witls the Geldlinch
under the name “wild canary.”
The male is distinclly striped
with chestnut below and the
female is duller with only.a
few indislinel chestut stripes
or nmong. The Goldfingh has
black wings and tail and a
gmall black cap. .
