It's'Symphony'

CHICAGO'—(U.R)— Half a
hundred youngsters under 5
years old comprise perhaps
the nation's most useful
"symphony,"

Betty Bass, conductor of
the orchestra at the Univer-
sity of Chicago's nursery
school, said:

"The children, some less
than 2 ears, old, make in-
struments of 'sound blocks
and chimes, or. nails joined
by string. Then they are given

- free rein in amusing them-
selves with the sounds."

The process, Miss Bass
said, made for startling re-
sults in harmony and indicat-
ed a marked attraction to
music in many pupils.

University authorities sug-
gested the elementary instruc-
tion in music (a similar
course in rudimentary art is
conducted) in an effort to
discern how early in life
children begin to absorb in-
struction.

Two-year-olds, for in-
'•• stance, have been found to

respond to instruction about
two weeks after the original
lesson, Four-year-olds re-
spond almost immediately,
Miss Bass said.
