The fall birds have the
slate obscured by brownish
edgings of the feathers and
the sides often are pinkish.

This bird is a frequent vis-
itor, to winter feeding sta-
tions. It prefers to feed on
the .ground but may join
chickadees and nuthatches at
the window sill or feeding
shelf.

The nest is on the ground.
It is of grasses, • rootlets,
moss, etc., lined with finer
grasses and rootlets. ".
