HALIBUT STUDY

SEATTLE, Wash., Fob. 23 —
(Ijp)_Tho life of halibut--thc
f ish that looks like a f lapjack but
swims—is the object of a survey
in the Queen Charlot te islands by
five scientists of the International
Fisheries Commission.

They lef t here recently in their
a n n u a l census "expedition" to de-
termine the probable increase or
decrease of halibut in coming
seasons.

"Fine • meshed silk nets nre
used," explained Henry A. Dun-

lop, acting: director of investiga-
tion for the commission. "They
are towed at the. same depth at
which the fish spawn—from 150
to 200 fathoms—and then the nets
are hauled in at regular intervals
and the 'catch' counted."

The relative size of the upcom-
ing run is determined by compar-
ing the number of hal ibut eggs
and larvae in each catch with
those of previous years.

A study wi l l be made of ocean
currents and their effect on distri-
bution of eggs.

Findings from tho annua l cen-

sus form the basis of commission
rulings, affecting f ishermen in
both Canada and the United
States. The commission may set
the length of the closed season
and set a l i m i t on the catch.
