There are passages enough about right and wrong speech

in the Old Testament and the New to make a little book con-
stantly worth reading, and their substance is
this: that speech is sacred and words are instru-
ments of power; that one should reverence them
as a sacrament and be as careful of them as of
an explosive.

They
play upon the harpstrings of the senses and the
powerful chords of emotion. They may become
harvests or havoc, benedictions or bombs, the
the comradeship of nations: or Maginot' and
Siegfried lines. Their abuse is a sin against the
spirit of truth; their right use is almost our
noblest human faculty. They are not given us
to be prostituted to passion or winged with hate.
