Not many years ago, almost any
time between 9 a. m, and 3 p. m.,
a swift turn of the dial yielded
something like this: .

•"One-fourth teaspoon salt —
then knead—two pounds chopped
veal—cream the "butler and xurar
—add nuts — serve with chill
sauce."

Homemakers' programs had a
near-monopoly 'almost hall the
day. Where are they now? Peo-
ple may have wearied of recipes
on recipes, and of the same cook-
ing expert with the same voice
droning endless ingredients.

Yet one of the oldest home-
makers' programs still retains its
popularity.
