clover and alfalfa has been in-
| creased from 48,0000 to 50,100.
J Schweers has found that the acre-
age in clean-iilled erops—such as
corn—has been reduced from 34,-
400 to 27,500,

{ederal land bank system self-
supporting and decentralize - the
administration of -the system by
increasing the duties of the local
farm loan associations.”

La Follette declares the measure
sprovides 2 lroad refinancing
program which wil provide im-
mediate. and effective relief for
deserving farm morigagors, with-
out opening the door to shuse by
upserupulous borrowers who are
actually able to meet their mort=
gage payroents,. or by shiftless
farmers whose failure nDzs been
due to their own fault”
