RADIO BnAODCAST HEARD
AT SEA IN 1906

" Trom - the wireless telegraph,
the radio sprang—but it did not
spring all at once! In my study of
early radio Thistory, threc men
stand out as the main pioneers.
They are Dr. J.'A. Fleming, Prof,
Repginald A, . Fessenden and Dr.
Lee DeForest. All three weré at
work on {he radie problem in
carly years of the present ceniury.

Dr, Fleming, a British scientist,
helped Marconi in the test which

‘Isent a wireless message across the
‘Atlantic in 1901,

He stayed in
England and flashed signals which
were heard by Marconi in New-
foundland, -

Dr. Fleming made changes in a

lizht bulb which Edison, for an-’

ather reason, had tested 20 years
nefore. The changes brought about

‘the so-called ‘Fleming valve,”-a

vacuumstube: To thit day we have

fubes in radio receiving sets,
though they are not Just the same
as Fleming’s.

Profeszor Fessenden of the Uni-
versity of Piitsburgh also:played
a big part in the early radio. In
1802 he obtained a patent for what;
he called the “hot wire barret
This was a small electric bulb
with & very fine wire. One of his
helpers made a change which
greatly improved if. - The purpose
of the “barretter” wazx to capture
the tones of the human voice,

" Fessenden’s early’ trials were
filled with troubles. Working with
telephones hooked up -t wireless

stations, - found - his. voice
“drowned" by noisy wireless
sparks,

That did not make Fessenden
give up. Ha werked hard to {ind

‘a better way to send tones of the

voice by. wireless, A station with

a new kind of wave-sending ma-

chine was set up al Brant Rock,

Mass, -

On Chnstrras Eve, 1906, wire-
less men on several occan "Vessels
reported hearing the signals “CQ."

‘meaning “Stand by!" Then they

were amazed to hear a human
voice coming through their wire-
less receiving sets. A man made 2
speech, a wornan sang a song, and
someons played .a violin! . Those
who listened were asked to write
to R. A. Fessenden at Brant Rock

That broadcast did not make
the world wake up to radio. The
world in general “slept” unti] afi-
er the end of the World war. Some
newspapers, -and magazines. print-
ed notes on “the wireless tele-
rphore” The invenlion was some-
thing people wondered about,
hardly .thinking of i1 a5 a real
fact,
