WASHINGTON—(UA—The Dies
committec voied unanimously
Thursday to bring itx second con-
fempt citation against a Commun-
ist—Russian-born Geerge Powers,
secretary of the Western Pennsyl—
vanla Communist party.

Chairman Martin  Dies an-
nounced the decision after a-riot-
ous hearing durlng which Powers
deﬁeu_t.h_e committee, refused to
answer dozens of gquestions,. and
accused the commitiee . of seeking
to “build up a blacklist” in indus-
try against Cominuhiste.

Earlier this week the commit-
tee voted a contempt citation
against one of Powers’ colleagues,

James H. Dolsen of Pittsburgh,

who refused to name the true
-owner of 2 Communist party card
bearing the name of “Franklin D,
Roosevelt.”

The conlempt citations must be
approved by the housa and then
referred to the United States at-
forney here for courf action.

Diolsen, himself, was in the com-
mittee roem during the stormy
hearing:

Powers was a helligerent
witness and he repeatedly de-
fied the commitiee's nitempls
to draw from him such rou-
tine matters ss his own name
prior to ‘the time he had a
court change . it.  Neither
could he be. persuaded to glve -

. ihe lazxt names of his mother
and father, snd :he detiantly
anserted that he did not bring
records of the parly - in- ac-
cordance with committes: mlb-
pena.
