CHANGES IN'SIZE
Africa ranks second in size

among the continents of the
world. The only larger continent
is Asia. *-.

We do not know how many peo-
ple there are in Africa, since some
parts have had no careful 'census.
The best figures place the popula-
tion between 140,000,000 and 180,-.
000,000. If the truth is half-way
between, Africa has almost as
many people as our own continent.

From this, we
might expect it to turn into a
salt lake, but that hasn't happened
yet. The rainy season helps to
keep the water fresh,

Each year heavy rains make the
lake swell in size. In the dry
months of May and June, it covers

hardly 10.000 square miles. In the
wet months of December and Jan-
uary, it grows to. an area of from
15,000 to 20,000 square miles.

The rains do a great deal to
keep the water from getting salty,

j but the lake is not so fresh as the
Great -Lakes. There arc extra-
