Japs Seek
China's Aid
in Pact, Claim

Japan wants a . "cooperative
agreement" with China to present
a united east-Asia front against
encroachment by western powers,
Arthur Jorgensen, Young Men's
Christian assn. foreign secretary,
told listeners at the weekly lorum
in the "Y" Monday.

Jorgensen, veteran ol 28 years'
YMCA experience- in Japan, con-
tended rulers of the country real-
ize more than the Japanese army
will be needed to hold her dom-
ination of China.

Economic pressure brought by
70,000,000 inhabitants and meager
resources led Japan to penetrate
China, the one weak spot in the
wall forged about her by western
powers, Jorgensen claimed.

"If the United States was con-
fronted with the factors Japan
faces," he said, "we mlsht do the
same. Japan slept while Europe
was busy, and closed her doors
while Europe expanded. When
she awakened, she found the en-
tire world had been occupied."
