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SKIN CALLED "MAGINOT
LINE" OF HUMAN BODY

If 3'ou know the art o£ "first
aid," you may some day save the
life of one of your fellow human
beings. The person saved may
be a relative or a close friend.

First aid may save your own
life. There are many cases _ in
which quick action will stop a
trouble before it gets well started.

Take a little cut for example.
No matter how small it is, some-
thing should be done about it.
People have died from infection
after letting a small cut or scratch
go without treatment.

The alcin has been called "the
Maginot lice oJE the human body."
It guards us against all manner
of germs. That is a good reason
to try to keep frorn being cut or
scratched.

Hard as we may try, the skin
is almost certain to be cut, or at

| least "nicked," from time to time.
By quick action we usually can
keep a small trouble from growing
into a big one.

Germs are likely to enter the
body at the place scratched or
cut. If the wound bleeds, the blood
may wash away some, if not al],
of the germs, but we cannot trust
it entirely. The blood contains
white corpuscles which light
germs, but these "policemen" may
die in the light, and let some
germs get past.

Certain kinds of germs lead to
blood poison or lockjaw. These

some other good antiseptic to
the wound. If you use iodine,
put on a small amount. Too
much iodine may burn the
flesh.

3. Cover the wound with a
piece of sterile clotli, that is,
cloth which is free of germs.
Drug stores have rolls of
gauze which are good for the
purpose. They also sell small,
handy bandages, ready for
quick use.
Never put a piece of court

plaster, or adhesive tape on the
wound itself. "Sticky tape" is made

First aid experts suggest this| If a wound shows any sign of
treatment of a small cut:

1. Cleanse the wound. This
can be done with a piece of '
clean cloth or cotton which
has been dipped in alcohol.

2. Apply alcohol, iodine or

infection, see.a doctor as soon as
possible. The tip of a person's lit-
tle finger is worth more than the
cost of many visits to a doctor.
