Officers SuKfcsted Use of Tanks
The machines known as tanks

have played a big part"In the war
in Europe, They have rolled over
"pill-boxes" and have brought
death to thousands .ol 'soldiers.

The story'ol the modern tank
goes back to the World war. A
British army man, Col. E. D.
Swinton, seems to have -been the
lirst to figure out a plan.

"Machine guns are-taking a ter-
rible toll oi our troops when they
advance," said Colonel 'Swinton
to an official of the British gov-
ernment. "Why not bring out
some kind of a motor car with
armor and. with treadr like those
of a Holt tractor?,"

The olllcial listened to the plan,
and ordered tests to be made. The
tests met with little success, and
the idea 'was dropped for a time.
Then;Swinton went to the war
office in London and saw Winston

Churchill, who now "holds the. of-
fice of British prim*: minister.

Churchill look .'a. strong interest
in the idea, and tht'yre, were more
trials. Several inventors put their
brains together, and. as a result
there-came into being machines
which seemed to fit the needs of

the war.
The machines were produced

secretly. They were spoken of us
"tanks" in Hie hope that Ger-
many would not guess what they
were to do on the battlefield. This
name has stayed with them from
that tim'e to this.

Those pioneer tanks were 26
feet long. Some were armed with
machine guns, others with small
cannon.

After 150 tanks had been made,
they were taken to southern Eng-
land for practice. Then they were
transported to France with great
care to keep the secret.

There was a place between two
rivers in France which was quiet
at that: moment.' The Germans
had a long line of trenches, .and
this line faced a line of Allied
trenches.

On a misty September morning
in 1916, the Germans saw odd-

looking machines coming toward
them. There were 32 in the .at-
tack that day. They broke the -way
for a forward movement of foot
soldiers, and did other work, of
value in the battle. Three hun-
dred Germans i threw up their
bands and surrendered to the
crew of one of the tanks.
