Tht Germans won the south ol

Europe, but not all of them stayed
there. Many went back to where
.they had lived before.

Those who returned to Prussia
found the Slavs there/and made
war against them. The Germans
drove the Slavs away.

for a long time, the lands south
of the Baltic sea were ruled by
'noblest Some of these nobles were
Germans, others were Poleis.

In 1701 a nobleman started what
he called, "the kingdom of Prus-
,sia." His name was Frederick,
and he became the first king.; .

Frederick's son • was named
"Frederick William." • After his
father had ruled 12 years, he came
to the throne. ,

Frederick William may be given
most of the credit—or blame^—for
starting Prussia along the road'to
skill i n war. " . . - • ' .

His father left him an army of
27,000 men, and he soon took steps

to build, it up. Before-he died, his
army contained 50,000 soldiers.

• An army of 50,000 .would not
seem very big in these days, but
two centuries ago it meant a good
rjcal.

Some nations in Europe had
larger armies than that, but Fred-
erick William's' soldiers -were of
special importance because they
were *o well drilled.'

Prussian "drill masters" got re-
sults. They barked at their troopi,
and the troops obeyed.
