Wisconsin was the 30th state to

join the Union, but was the
eighth state to organize a state
health department, and it seems
reasonable that this prompt at-
tention to public health reflects
a population that went . into
statehood with a notably high
sense of human values.

Our state health department
was craated in 1876, and' the
board members of that early day,
along with the rest of the • physi-
cians in the state, did their best
to put to use what little was then
known of preventive medicine.

They-were men of vision,
as can be seen, for example,
by their belief, set forth In
the-first annual report of the
board, that smallpox could
he ccnquered in WlKonsln
throurh a statewide vaccina-
tion program.
"We b'elieve," their -report-

read, "that Wisconsin rank's
among the most healthy states, of
the union, but our registration
has been so imperfect that we
have no figures to substantiate
our belief, outide of the city of
Milwaukee, which, according to
a national survey, shows a
^mailer ratio of total mortality
than any other city of its size in
this country."

Dr. E. L. Griffin, the senior
member of our first .state board
of health, said in a talk at the
first board meeting.

" T h r o u g h the enlightened
judgment and liberal action of
our legislature, Wisconsin has

inaugurated a movement that
;may be made capable of good to'
• her% citizens in all future time.
No" statute of the state embodies
greater wisdom, or • touches : a
more vital interest of the people
than the one under which we
act." " . /

Wisconsin has been hewing to
that line ever since, and the chips
have fallen in friendly .places.

Most cheap glasses .are merely
molten glass and contain danger-
ous imperfections which, must be
avoided.

Large size, dark glasses are pref-
erable, and further protection
may be obtained by wearing a
large- brimmed hat, especially
when out fishing or on the lake
for a long period, 'counselled the
society. • . " ' .
