AAA Lists
Nurse Crop
Rulings

Nurse crops, cut and bound into
bundles with a binder, will be
counted as soil depleting by the
Agricultural Adjustment Adminis-
tration, officials recently have
notified county committees.

The specific ruling provides that
"small grains used as nurse crops
for legumes and perennial grasses
and cut green for hay must be cut
not later than the stage at which
milk i* first formed in order to
be classified as non-depleting."

In all cases except when the
crop is cut and bound into bun-
dles with a binder, the maturity
of the small grain crop is used as
the basis for making the determ-
ination as to whether the crop will
be classified,as non-depleting.

Small grain cut with a binder
and bound into bundles will in no
event be regarded as cut green
for hay officials said. They also
ruled that when such small grain
is cut green with a binder and not
bound into bundles it may be con-
sidered, not depleting if cut not
later than the stage at which milk
is first formed.

'The main purpose 'of cutting
small grain nurse crops for hay
it is explained, is to help the seed-
ings get established.

Careful pasturing of nurse crops
while green is considered prefer-
able to cutting green for hay, but
either practice will greatly benefit
the .seedings..

Corrections
Body Labors
at 5 Goals

For the 10 years ending with

1937, Wisconsin recorded an aja-
nual average of 425 deaths from
appendicitis, but in 1938 there were
only 325, and in 1939 there were'
only 327 deaths from this cause.

Since 1934 three Wisconsin
health groups, The Wisconsin
Pharmaceutical assn., the State
Medical society and the state board
of health, have united on a brief
code aimed at cutting down deaths
from this cause, in the belief that
such deaths are largely prevent-
able.

The code:
One. Avoid laxatives or physics

in the presence of abdominal pain.
Two. When abdominal pain,

cramps or soreness last several j
hours, see your family physician
without further delay.

In view of the marked reduction
in deaths from appendicitis during
the past two years, it appears that
these two simple tips have been
read and remembered by many of
our people. -f

If it be true that- this simple
code has been instrumental in rer
ducing Wisconsin's appendicitis
toll to this extent, we have reason
to believe that our newspapers,
which have aided the cause of pub-
lic health ' through three genera-
tions, will continue to keep the
two rules in the public eye.

Appendicitis usually gives warn-
ing before the condition of the vic-
tim becomes critical, and if the
two simple rules are remembered
at the time of the first warning,
there is good reason to believe that
further m a r k e d reduction of
deaths from this cause will be ef-
fected.

Five definite objectives for the
division of corrections of the state

ONE—A plan to study, survey,
and rc-cvalualc all the functions,
services, and types of work per-
formed in each of the penal and
correctional institutions under its
supervision to determine how ef-
fectively each function, service, or
unit of work provides for the re-
education, re-habilitation, a n d
treatment of inmates confined to
state penal and correctional insti-
tutions. A modern program will
then be inaugurated to meet any

maladjustments which may ap-
pear.

TWO—A plan to complete the
construction of the administration,
and school building of the new
Wisconsin Industrial School for
Girls at Oregon by Jan. 1, 1941.

THREE—A plan to complete
construction of a modern 75-b«d
hospital at the • Wisconsin State
prison this year.

FOUR—A plan to remodel the
south cell block at the Wisconsin
State prison in the near future.

FIVE—Formulation of a long-
time program for Wisconsin's pe-
nal and correctional institutions,"
and the development of a scientific
correctional program for the state.
