South thought he had won
the deal for his side, as he felt
sure East and West .would play
the deal at 4-Spades at the other
table.

He was right about the bidding
there, but wrong about the play.
With the bidding as given above.
North could only lead his part-
ner's heart suit. South won with
his A and returned his singleton
club, in the hope that North had
the trump A. He did. The dumy
won the club trick, and led a
spade which North won. He fired
back a club, which South ruffed.
That made three tricks, and the
diamond A was the setter. So the
South player who jumped lost the
hand for his team, the opponents
getting a plus score at both tables.

Mexico Needs
No U. S. Aid,
General Declares

MEXICO CITY— CU.R) —Mexi-
cans need no assistance from the
United States to defend their
country, Gen. Manuel Ayila
Camacho, presidential candidate
of the. Mexican Revolutionary
(government) party, said Friday
night.

"We are fully capable of de-
fending ourselves," he said at a
conference with foreign newspa-
per correspondents, who ques-
tioned him regarding reports that
the United States was seeking
strategic air and naval bases in
Latin America to strengthen
hemispherical defense.

"There ii no neceflslty for such
bases in Mexico," Avila Camacho
said.

He added, however, that he
would naturally welcome closer
ties with the United States, par-
ticularly "those concerned with
trade.

New Machine Samples
Wool Accurately

BOSTON—(U.R)—Sampling wool,
a job previously done by hand,
now is done by machines with an
accuracy that varies not more than
a fraction of 1 per cent.

The machine is used at the Unit- |
ed States customs' appraisers stores j
where duties averaging $18,000,-
,000 a year are bajed on tLe clean
or "scoured" content of wool im-
ports.

For many years James W. Kelley
and John J. Lenehan, wool experts,
have done the sampling and be-
came so familiar with wool that
they can often tell the community
of Australia, South America or
South Arfica where the wool orig-
inated.

Now, however, the machine cuts
a sample from a bale and removes
the impurities. It rinses and dries
the sample and gives an accurate
record of its .condition and content.
