Klode, Behnke said, originally
had ordered Gannon's release as
far as probation was concerned,
but late Tuesday changed his
mind, and announced the man
would be sent .to Waupun.

"If Gannon's probation had
not been revoked. It would
mean a man virtually would
have to be convicted in court
of a second chart e before his
probation on a former charge
might be revoked," Behnke
declared. "That clearly is not
the meaning- of the statute."
Gannon, who had been convict-

ed on the auto charge in Portage
March 20, changed his plea to
guilty in the present case before
Judge Roy H. Proctor imposed
sentence.
