State Brand A, 22 cents a
pound; State Brand, 21 cents; Wis-
consin C, 19; Wisconsin No. 3, 16%
cents; Grinders, 15 cents. This is
an increase on each grade. Dealers
paid the prices recommended for
May made Swiss in most cases.

The producers committee in
asking for the increases said hold-
ings of Swiss cheese are lower
than they were a year ago and
holdings have been decreasing the
last month. The committee also
said brick and American cheese
have advance'd in price and im-
ports of foreign Swiss have fallen
off.

The price asked by producers
for July made limburger the same
price as was paid last month.
