Lake Boats
Sail Toward
Record Year

CLEVELAND— (U.R) —Nearly
every Great Lakes vessel that can
get up stream is shuttling record-
breaking cargoes of iron,ore and'
coal between lake ports this sea-
son while shippers look forward to
the biggest traffic boom since
1929.

Ai iron and steel production
capacity has risen to meet the de-
mands of the national defense
program, all but six of the Ameri-
can Great Lakei ore and coal
fleet's 297 freighters have be«n
placed in commission.

These vessels have a maxi-
mum trip capacity of 2,717,-
040 tons and represent 98 per
cent of the ore-carrying fleet.
By June 30 they had moved an

estimated total of 17,000,000 tons
of ore from the upper to the lower
lake ports, and are operating at a
monthly capacity of 10,000,000
tons. '

During the entire season, an
ore movement of 62,500,000
tons is predicted. In the event
that blast furnaces increase
their monthly operation to 6,~
000,000 tons,, the season'i end
would see approximately 45,-
000,000 tons of ore on lower
lakei docks and in blast fur-
nace yards. This Is capacity
for winter storage. ,
As thf furnaces 'become more

active, further demands in soft
coal traffic will fall upon the lakes
carriers. Movement of coal to feed
the industrial fires this year is ex-
pected-to top 40,000,000 tons.
