Milk Sales Total
$135,000,000

Wisconsin farmers sold nearly
$135,000,000 worth of milk last
year, and the value of the milk
products used in farm households
totaled an additional $7,000,000,
according to the crop reporting
service of the Wisconsin and
United States departments of ag-
riculture..

More than 2,000,000 Wisconsin
milk cows with an average an-
nual milk production of 5,680
pounds produced a record total of
nearly 12,000,000,000 pounds of
milk in 1939.

Wisconsin continued its lead in
milk production by an output of
nearly 4,000,000,000 pounds more
than Minnesota which Is its closest
competitor. About 11 per cent of
all the milk produced in the
United States comes from Wiscon-
sin.

Fully $104,347,000 of the total
income from Wisconsin milk
comes from the sales to the dairy
plants in the state. An additional
$22,854,000 is derived from cream
sold to wholesale establishments.
The direct sale of milk by farm-
ers, amounts to $7,670,000, and the
sale of farm butter accounts for
$120,000 of the 1939 income from
milk.
